Curzon Park Residents’ Association was formed in January 2008.  It has an elected Management Committee drawn from various parts of the area.  Membership is open (see over) to all Curzon Park residents and those who own property here.  We currently have two working groups, which cover Social Events; and Highways and Open Spaces.   We are always keen to welcome new ideas, so please think about joining CPRA once you have settled in, see over. 





Curzon Park has 600 houses and 1800 residents, but we have no pub, community hall, or other obvious place to meet as a community.  It is part of the aim of CPRA to try to compensate for that.   We organise some events on The Green.   We organise activities, visits, coffee mornings and two walking groups.  We have occasional get-togethers for newcomers, to help you meet people beyond your immediate neighbours.
